The 2022 Mopar Nats were held August 12, 13 and 14 again at National Trails Raceway east of 

Columbus Ohio. The weather was beautiful Friday and Saturday.   A good number of IMC members made the 
show including Steve Wisdom, Randy Smith, Rick Zimmerman, Dave Watt, Mike Leyes, Jeff and Deb 
Platzer, and Dan, Jim & Tom Kelly.  I believe others (Dave Sanders included) were there though we didn’t 
cross paths over the weekend.  Past IMC Vice President Kent Wallace, his son Drew along with friend Mark 
Graver and his son Matt came down from the Detroit area with their pair of ’67 R/T convertibles.   We had our 
awnings set up together again in the ‘Fun Field’; it served us well as our social hub oasis (and as a rest area 
when our legs wore out from walking). 

Dave Watt left the show with a truck load of preordered and swap meet finds for his ’69 440-6BBL 
Road Runner project and I know Randy Smith was on the hunt for ‘70 340 Cuda parts.  My brother Dan 
located a good deal on a 383 Air Cleaner for his ’68 Road Runner and Rick Zimmerman picked up some 
needed rubber trim pieces for his ’69 Runner as well.  I thought long and hard about a 3:55 Sure Grip third 
member but decided I needed to save my money for more important home repair projects... sad, huh? 

Overall, the show Manufacturer’s Midway was down considerably from past years.  Unfortunately, 
vendor displays have been shrinking for the last number of years and this year was more sparce than ever.  The 
swap meet was still pretty large and the ‘For Sale’ Car Corral had a decent number of vehicles brought in. 

There were some really cool famous race cars again this year.  A couple that stood out was the Paul 
Rossi 440 Six Pack Dodge Super Stock car and Judy Lilly’s ’67 Hemi Belvedere, both fresh from complete 
restorations.  The Rossi car was stunning and parked along side Butch Leal’s California Flash ’65 Plymouth 
Super Stock Race Package car and the Motown Missile Pro Stocker.  Both Paul Rossi and Butch Leal were on 
hand to sign autographs and sell some very cool replica die casts including an awesome Dodge ramp truck. All 
these cars were very successful race winners and received a lot of press back in the day, including pics in the 
Direct Connection catalogs of the era. 

A highlight for me was an original black 1962 Plymouth 413 Max Wedge Belvedere.  We spoke with 
the owner and he bought it brand new.  Due to his age of only 16, he needed his mother to sign for his 
purchase and loan.

Station wagons have also been in vogue for a while now and I saw a couple that really caught my 
attention.  One was a 1961 Plymouth (so homely they are cool!) and another was a pristine red 1960, 9-
passenger Chrysler wagon.  The amount of space in that wagon was phenomenal! 

The gentleman that organizes the wonderful MCACN car show in Chicago each November has a booth 
at the Nats each year selling memorabilia, old car magazines and diecasts.  He hosts the Mopar Nats Model 
Car Contest and there were some really nice famous race car replicas this year.  There will likely be coverage 
in Mopar Collectors Guide magazine later this year if that is of interest. 

We enjoyed the show again this year.  Others shared concern about the event’s shrinking size but it is 
still a great time with lots to see and a great opportunity to spend a weekend visiting with friends.
