Night Races Information

Indy Mopar Club will have two Tuesday night races at Indianapolis
Raceway Park in 2002. The dates for these races are May 7™ and June 4™,
2002. In the event that the track is closed the next available Tuesday night
will be used. The rules are simple, best reaction time wins $100, and the
two closest E.T.”s will win $100. A perfect reaction time will be .500 light,
1 expect to win the cash you will have to have a .550 light or better, but the
actual winner will probably have a light around .510. The two closest E.T.’s
must be ran by the same driver in the same car, look for a winner of this
event to be within thousandths. An example of a pair of winning passes
would be a 13.120 seconds and 13.115 seconds. All cars should be
competitive in these two categories so bring any Mopar powered Mopar
vehicle you can and participate in the fun.

All competitors must be club members before they make their first run of
the event night, do not make a pass and then attempt to enter the contest. All
timeslips must be turned in by 8:45 p.m. exactly. The race is open only to
Mopar cars that are Mopar powered, no exceptions. Prizes will be awarded
in cash and will be awarded with no regard to number of participants, one
entry equals one winner of $200 cash. Indy Mopar Club reserves the right to
refuse entry to anyone they see fit for any reason. All judgement decisions
will be final, and I will act as the final decision maker.

The $10 track entry fee still applies and all vehicles must meet NHRA
requirements, $6 for spectators. Come out, have fun, and win money with
the Indy Mopar Club and Pro Max Carbs.
