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My ’62 Dodge Dart by Jim Parker

I purchased my 1962 Dodge Dart approximately 3 years ago in Dugger, In. It had a 413 cu. in. engine bored .030” over, balanced with a hydraulic cam and 10.5:1 compression heads. The previous owner had put the old long ram intake system on it with 500 cfm Edelbrock carburetors. It had a Mallory dual point ignition and a real rusty/leaky set of no name headers. 

The Dart was not really configured for this type of carburetors and intake system. I bought a dual carburetor intake manifold and Mopar Performance ICU system and it worked fine.

After going to the Mopar swap meet in Indy, I realized my car was worthy of something better. After a little time, I purchased a crossram intake manifold, breathers, linkage and accessories at A&A transmission in Mooresville. I installed all this plus a new mechanical Mopar billet distributor. I’m on a roll now. 

As time has passed, I have rebuilt or replaced a lot of things including all new suspension parts and had them powder coated. The pushbutton 727 transmission has been rebuilt, two transmission coolers have been added along with a Griffin radiator and electric fan. Also, I have put 4 wheel manual disc brakes on. The old tapered axle differential has been replaced with an 8 ¾ Sure Grip rear with 3.55 gears out of a 1967 Coronet.

I purchased aftermarket Max Ram exhaust headers (they fit perfectly) and had a young man at Bells Exhaust fabricate a Max Wedge 3” exhaust system with 3” Delta Flow mufflers.

There are no real expensive items to buy for the Dart now. I just rub on her black 2 stage finish and enjoy driving her, oh I forgot she is named Lucille. Thanks for allowing me to ramble on about her, she is my pride and joy.

Chris and I really enjoy the club and slowly we are getting to know a lot of nice Mopar fans.
